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 Project SUCCESS Rolled Out at KHS 
 Day One and Kennebunk High School are work-
ing together to implement a program called Project SUC-
CESS, utilizing a two year contract received from the 
State of Maine.  Project SUCCESS (Schools Using Coor-
dinated Efforts to Strengthen Students) helps students 
cope with the stressors of everyday living, avoid drug use 
and understand the complexities of substance use in 
families.   
 The program arms students with information 
about alcohol and other drugs that empower them to 
make informed decisions now and in the future.  Faculty 
at Kennebunk High School are very excited about this 

programming as a way to reduce substance-related issues in their student population and the commu-
nity at large. 
 The program focuses on raising awareness on the use of drugs and alcohol and encouraging 
critical thinking skills in students.  The program teaches the following: education on alcohol and other 
drugs; refusal skills; healthy coping skills; and accessing local support systems.   
 A Day One staff member is present at the high school two days per week to teach classes and 
meet with students on an as-needed basis throughout the school day.  Brandy Hayes is the new Project 
SUCCESS Prevention Specialist.  If additional services are needed, Brandy will make a referral to the 
appropriate resource.   
 For the past three years, Day One substance abuse counselor, Doug Cowan, has been located on 
site three days per week to meet with students seeking substance abuse services.  Day One also helps 
with Parent Night, facilitating freshman presentations, creating and distributing brochures for commu-
nity and family members, training student facilitators in controversial conversation leadership, and par-
ticipating in the Prom Prevention Committee.
